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On the Day!
1. Everyone to meet at Shark Tower car park at viewing platform, where decision will be made as to where contest will be held.
2. Registration times – 7.00 am – Cut off 7.30 am .com, no names will be taken after 7.30 am.

3. Please note that due to legislative and insurance requirements you need to be a paid financial member to compete!

4. At registration you will need to sign against your name on registration form, you cannot get someone else to sign, as due to Surfing NSW Insurance and Affiliation regulations your signature will form part of the waiver which will be attached to the Competition Risk Assessment form for that day. (The Risk Assessment Form will be available to view when signing in)

5. On registering your name you will also need to pay a $2.00 entry fee, you will receive a numbered ticket, which will be drawn at the end of the day at the shed prior to results being announced, you need to be present at the lucky draw to claim your prize.

6. After you have registered for the day’s competition, it is requested that you assist with the unpacking of the trailer and set up of tents and equipment for the day’s competition, remember many hands make light work! In addition, at the completion of the day’s event it would be gratefully appreciated in assisting packing up the gear so we can get back to the shed to announce results of days comp and do the lucky draw.

7. Heats will be drawn at cut off time by the Contest co-ordinator.

8. Contest commencement time between 7.45am to 8.00am.
9. Once heats are drawn no changes or substitutions can be made, (unless approved by Contest co-ordinator)

10. Competitors will have a 5 minute paddle out time to their respective competition bank. This will be indicated by a yellow flashing light and/or flag. This also indicates to competitors already surfing that there is 5 minutes left in their heat.

11. Heats will be run for duration of 20 minutes, unless otherwise notified.

12. When a north and south bank (double banking) are surfed during competition, competitors that surfed in red or white rash vest are to judge the north bank, and competitors that surfed in blue and yellow rash vests are to judge the south bank.

13. There is to be 3 Judges and 1 spotter whilst judging heats. Judging forms are to be filled in correctly stating division, round, heat and north or south bank. Please ensure that names of judges and spotter are indicated on judging sheets. In addition, form is to be filled out in neat legible writing so as Tallier can read.
14. If under extraordinary circumstances, your heat to compete is at the same time as your judging slot please notify a committee member so as a substitute judge can be arranged.
15. It is requested that judges be at the appropriate bank 5 minutes prior to commencement of the heat.

16. Should a competitor not show up to judge their respective heat, a 50-point penalty will be incurred from their yearly point score.

17. Should a competitor not show up to their next heat to compete, he/she shall receive the points for last place of the heat they were absent for.

18. Judges are to be left alone whilst judging heats. Anyone found distracting judges can be penalized or disqualified.

19. Judging is the most important role in competition and should be done with fairness and impartiality in mind. Judge as you would be judged by others. There are no names or identities in a heat only rash vest colours.
FREE SURFING IN CONTEST AREA
1. Any competitor repeatedly warned free surfing in the area may be disqualified from competition.
2. If the surfer has already been eliminated for the days competition they will lose any points gained on the day.

3. With regards to points 1 & 2, the competitor can regain their position or points by judging the next 5 heats (only if the offence is deemed as a minor infringement)

4. Any free surfing competitor found guilty of dropping in, interfering, snaking or colliding with a competing surfer in a heat will be disqualified.

5. If a surfer has violated the above code and continues to surf in the area, he/she could risk having all points removed from the yearly point score.
